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Face Paint Recall Alert

The Food and Drug Administration is advising
consumers to stop using certain cosmetic
“Face Paint” items labeled as distributed by
Oriental Trading Co., Omaha, Neb., due to
adverse event reports of skin reactions in
children. These items were distributed
nationwide.

The FDA has leamed of a cluster of adverse
events in children exposed to various colors of
the face paint. All exposures occurred on the
same day at an organized event and included
rashes, itchiness, buming sensation, and
swelling where the face paints were applied.
Significant microbial contamination was
indicated in most of the products in testing by
an FDA laboratory.

The following Face Paints manufactured by
Shanghai Color Art Stationery Company
Limited, Shanghai, China, are being voluntarily
recalled by Fun Express Inc., a wholly-owned
subsidiary of Oriental Trading Co.:

The noble idea of celebrating Father's Day became quite popular in US
so much so that President Woodrow Wilson approved of the festival in
1916. President Calvin Coolidge too supported the idea but it was
President Lyndon Johnson who signed a Presidential Proclamation
declaring the third Sunday of June as Father's Day in 1966.

Rural Sun Safety

The sun plays an important role in farming. Imagine what would happen if the sun didn’t shine during a crucial time .
period of crop production. Although the sun has a major impact on the productivity within the farming environment, it
also holds dangers for people. A lot of farm work is done when people are exposed to the intense radiation of the sun’s

rays.

After repeated exposure, these dangers could include:
» Aging, drying, and wrinkling of the skin

« Skin and Lip Cancer

* Eye damage

Everyone is at risk due to sun exposure but some are more at risk than others. People with fair complexions, freckles,

blonde or red hair, and blue or grey eyes are more at risk of experiencing damage due to sun exposure. Radiation from
the sun is strongest between 10:00 am and 4:00 pm. Sun damage doesn’t take place with one exposure. It takes place
over time, starts at a very young age, and is cumulative. For this reason, protection from the sun’s rays needs to start at

ayoung age.

Protection from the sun’s harmful radiation rays is vital to prevent damage.
« Limit time in the sun, especially between 10 am and 4 pm. Sun damage can also take place on cloudy days.

» Wear hats with wide brims. Typical farmer’s hats may not be the best option. The best hats cover most of the face,
neck, and ear areas.

« Cover the body with lightweight clothing, the more coverage the better. Choose loose fitting clothing to allow air
movement during hot weather. Darker clothing may offer more protection.

» Apply sunscreen with a sun protection factor (SPF) of 15 or higher. Put it on before you go outdoors and reapply as
required. Make sure the lotion has not expired. It has a shelf life of not more than three years.

» Reflective rays from water can increase the sun’s intensity. Reapply sunscreen often when around water.

» Wear sunglasses to filter out ultraviolet rays. Sunglasses are rated for percentage of ultraviolet rays blocked. Insist on
glasses that block 99% or 100% of UV light.

Recognizing skin damage to get appropriate medical attention when needed.
» Asymmetrical moles, especially those with irregular colors, or larger than 1/4 inch.
» Elevated crusty sores that bleed and won’t heal.

* Change in a mole such as itchiness or pain.

* Red, scaly, patches or lumps on the skin.

* Small, shiny, pearly bumps on the skin.

Research shows a link between sunburns in children and an increased risk of melanoma and skin cancer later in life.
About 80% of skin cancer can be prevented by protecting skin from the sun’s rays. Protect the next generation of
farmers and ranchers by decreasing their exposure to the sun.
* Provide play areas in the shade.
» Insist on the use of sunscreen when outdoors. Farm Sa f'tu

* Provide clothing and hats that cover the body.

Staying Safe Around Lawn Mowers

Mowing the yard is often one of the first responsibilities given to youth. Whether using a push mower or a riding mower,
the chore can teach kids important skills about safety and respect.

Although smaller in size than most farm equipment the potential for injury is still present. The moving blades and operating
engine make lawn mowers dangerous items if not used cautiously and with respect. Objects thrown from a mower
discharge chute can travel at 200 miles per hour. In 1997, data from the U.S. Consumer Product Commission showed that
over 60,000 operators and bystanders required emergency room treatment for mower-related injuries. Annually,
approximately 75 fatalities and 20,000 injuries were caused by riding mowers alone. Statistics also show that one out of
every five deaths involve children.

Before assigning a child the task of mowing the yard, take the time to teach him or her the importance of safe operation.
A few simple guidelines and operation instructions could help to avoid a tragic situation. Remember, it is important to be a
good role model.

Consider a youth’s physical and cognitive ability when determining at what age he or she is able to mow the yard safely.

Ask yourself these questions:

« If using a riding mower, can the youth reach the necessary controls without moving from the seat?

+ If using a walk behind mower, does the youth have the physical strength to mow the yard without putting themselves
at risk?

» Has the youth been trained in proper operation of the mower, including fueling, starting, and trouble shooting?

» Does the youth have safety as a top priority?

* Has the youth observed safe lawn mowing behavior by an adult?

Following are tips to help make lawn mowing a rewarding and safe chore for children.

» Explain to children the dangers of objects flying from a rotating blade. Encourage children to help pick up litter and
debris in the yard before mowing, this practice allows children to feel a part of the operation without putting them in
danger. When actually mowing make sure young children are away from the mowing location.

* Provide and encourage the use of proper personal protective equipment and clothing such as: eye and ear protection,
long pants and sturdy shoes with traction.

Teach safe operation skills when using the lawn mower.
» Mow across slopes when using a walk behind mower.

» Mow up and down slopes when using a riding mower.

* Mow dry grass.

* Never point the discharge chute at anyone.

* Never drive or push a running mower over gravel.

Teach safe servicing of mowers

» Shut off the engine before servicing.

» Always fill the gas tank outside of any buildings and only when the engine is cool.
» Keep the engine free of oil spills, grass, and leaves.

Mowing the yard can be a big step in teaching responsibility to children. Caution needs to be taken to ensure that this
a safe experience. Learning to use a mower properly before children are given the responsibility of working on large,

powerful farm equipment may teach them important concepts about safety and responsibility.

National Safety Month

KidsAndCars.org recommendations to keep children safe include:

Never leave children alone in or around cars; not even for a minute.

Put something you'it need like your cell phone, handbag, employee ID, lunch or brief case, efc., on the floor board in the back seat.
Get in the habit of always opening the back door of your vehicle every time you reach your destination to make sure no child has
been left behind. This will soon become a habit. We call this the “Lock before you lock campaign”.

Keep a large teddy bear in the child's car seat when it's not occupied. When the child is placed in the seat, put the teddy bear in
the front passenger seat. it's a visual reminder that anytime the teddy bear is up front you know the child is in the back seat in a
child safety seat.

Make arrangements with your child’s day care center or babysitter that you will aiways call them if your child will not be there on a
parficular day as scheduled. This is common courtesy and sets a good exampie that everyone who is involved in the care of your
child is informed of their whereabouts on a daily basis. Ask them to phone you if your child doesnt show up when expected.
Many children’s lives could have been saved with a telephone call from a concemed child care provider. Give child care providers
all your tslephone numbers, including that of an extra family member or friend, so they can always confirn the whereabouts of your
child.

Use drive-thru services when available. (restaurants, banks, phamacies, dry cleaners, efc.)

It you see a child alone in a vehicle, get involved. If they are hot or seem sick, get them out as quickly as possible. Call 911 or
your local emergency number immediately.

Keep vehicies locked at all times; even in the garage or driveway and always set your parking brake.

Keys and/or remote openers should never be left within reach of children.

Make sure al child passengers have left the vehicle after it is parked.

Be especially careful about keeping children safe in and around cars during busy times, schedule changes and periods of crisis or
holidays.

When a child is missing, check vehicles and car trunks immediately.

Use your debit or credit card to pay for gas at the pump.

Walk around and behind a vehicle prior to moving it.

Know where your kids are. Make children move away from your vehicle to a place where they are in full view before moving the car
and know that another adult is properly supervising children before moving your vehicle.

Teach children that “parked” vehicles might move. Let them know that they can see the vehicle; but the driver might not be able to
see them.

Consider installing cross view mirrors, audible collision detectors, rear view video camera and/or some type of back up detection
device.

Measure the size of your blind zone (area) behind the vehicle(s) you drive. A 5-foot-1-inch driver in a pickup truck can have a rear
blind zone of approximately 8 feet wide by 50 feet long.

Be aware that steep inclines and large SUV's, vans and trucks add to the difficulty of seeing behind a vehicle.

Hold children’s hand firmly when leaving the vehicle.

Teach your children to never play in, around or behind a vehicle.

Keep toys and other sports equipment off the driveway.

Homeowners should tim landscaping around the driveway to ensure they can see the sidewalk, street and pedestrians clearly when
backing out of their driveway. Pedestrians also need to be able to see a vehicle pulling out of the driveway.

These precautions can save lives.

Child Care Provider Scholarship Program in Virginia

The Virginia Child Care Provider Scholarship Program is a tuition assistance program offering current and future child care providers a
foundation in the care and development of children. The program, funded through Virginia's share of the federal Child Care and Development
Fund, provides assistance for providers to attend courses at Virginia institutions of higher leaming.

Courses required for a certificate or degree in the early childhood education field may be approved for payment through the VCCPSP, as
funding allows. The maximum benefits allowable for the Scholarship Program include either eight classes or a maximum lifetime award of
$2.068.00, whichever comes first. The scholarship award pays the cost of tuition and the technology fee for up to two courses per semester.
Any additional fees for travel or expenses, such as books and activity fees, are the responsibility of the student..

The applicant must meet all of the following criteria (Regulation 22 VAC 40-690-30):

Be an employee of a child care program located in Virginia, OR a Virginia resident (as defined by the Code of Virginia) who is employed in a
non-Virginia child care program, OR a Virginia resident who intends to become employed in child care.

Select a Program-approved course for which she/e has not previously received a scholarship.

Have no more than one past occurrence of the foliowing: (a) received an award and did not register for the class; (b) withdrew from the
awarded class after the add/drop deadline (fast day to receive a refund) and did not complete the course; or {c) received a failing grade for an
awarded course.

Payment

This program does not reimburse college students. The program directly pays the colleges. It you pay for the course, because you have not
yet received an award letter from this Program, it is your responsibility to ensure that the college policies allow reimbursement to you upon
notification of a scholarship award. The Program will notify the educational institutions' business offices of any VCCPSP awards.

if there are changes in your plans regarding the scholarship, by the last day to add/drop without financial penalty, students must submit a
Course Change form to VCCPSP if any of the following are true:

-The awarded course is not available and you need to request a substitute,

.The awarded course is not available and you do not plan to take a new course,

‘You are advised by your counselor to take a different course, or

-You cannot use the awarded scholarship due to a hardship (family emergency, and/or sickness that is accompanied by a doctor's note, death
of an immediate family member or relocation from the area).

How to Apply:

Apply and be accepted for admission by the school of choice. If you attend a community college, include the 'Empl. ID* number on the
scholarship application. Contact the Virginia college/university that you plan to attend to verify domicile status and to confirm availability of
course(s) selected for the requested semester.

Applications are received during the established application period and must be postmarked no later than the last day of the application period:
Spring Semester (October 15 - December 1), Fall Semester (June 15 - August 1) and Summer Semester (March 15 - April 15).

GOVERNOR KAINE ANNOUNCES $38 MILLION FOR CHILD CARE ASSISTANCE
~ Recovery Act funds will expand aid for eligible families, improve quality of care and delivery of services ~

RICHMOND— Governor Timothy M. Kaine today announced a $38 million infusion into Virginia’s Child Care and
Development Block Grant (CCDBG) from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA). The increased federal
funding will assist low-income families with child care and improve the quality of care and delivery of services.

“These funds offer critical assistance to hardworking famities with children—and contribute broadly to the Commonwealth,”
said Governor Kaine. “When parents can work and still send their children to a safe and enriching environment—and when child
care programs have the opportunity to enhance their skills and services—our families, communities, and economy are all made
stronger.”

Approximately $18 million in ARRA funds will be used over the next two years to enhance and expand assistance to
income-eligible families through the state’s child care subsidy program, which provides services for the children of working
parents and parents currently receiving job training. The increased financial support from the ARRA funds will raise infant
reimbursement rates to child care providers while expanding child care services for families in the child care subsidy and
Virginia Initiative for Employment not Welfare (VIEW) programs. Nearly 55,000 children are already benefiting from the
subsidy program this year.

The ARRA funds will also help reduce the match payment required of local departments of social services to assist with the
delivery of child care subsidy services for needy families. Communities that have struggled in the past to make the matching
contribution will be better able to meet the needs of families already in the subsidy program and can apply any savings to address
the needs of families currently on waiting lists for services.

In addition, approximately $14 million of the grant will be used to create an automated system for administering and tracking
payments to child care providers. When fully implemented, the automated system is projected to provide the Commonwealth
significant annual savings through improved efficiency and accuracy.

“The automation will benefit families for years to come, not just during the ARRA funding window,” said VDSS Commissioner
Anthony Conyers Jr. “Considering this is one-time support, federal partners are encouraging the use of recovery monies for
system infrastructure. Savings from automation will be the “gift that keeps on giving® to families and children, who will benefit
through reinvestment in services.”

Finally, $6 million of the grant will expand Virginia’s Quality Rating and Improvement System (QRIS) and provide support for
early childhood teachers to develop their skills and knowledge. Early childhood education through child care programs can
contribute to children in low-income families in particular by providing school readiness skills that help ensure children arrive at
kindergarten ready to learn and succeed.

In order to reduce costs, the Division of Licensing Programs (DOLP} is implementing new policies and procedures related to
the distribution of licensing-related information.
DOLP_will no longer routinely mail to providers free copies of standards and requlations; or
information about changes in Licensing standards, laws affecting facilities requlated by DOLP,
upcoming trainings, provider meetings, etc. Please carefully read this memorandum and contact your licensing
inspector or regional licensing office if you have any questions.

The following outlines the three new communication methods that will be utilized by DOLP to provide information to providers:
1. MASS EMAIL DISTRIBUTION

Who receives: Any provider potentially affected by information being distributed who has given an email address to his/her
licensing inspector or regional licensing office will receive email notifications. The database used by DOLP can only record one
email address per facility. A providers email address of record may be a business or personal email address. A provider is
responsible for ensuring that any change to an email address of record is given to DOLP, Please do not respond directly to a
mass distributed email as it will not be forwarded to DOLP. Instead, direct any questions 1o your licensing inspector, regional
licensing office or to an individual identified in the email as a contact person.

What does an email look like: A mass email distributed by DOLP will have a heading similar to the following:

2. MASS OUTBOUND CALLING

What is it: Outbound calling is a method for DOLP to make multiple phone calls at one time to communicate a pre-recorded
message that important information has been posted to the Virginia Department of Social Services' (VDSS) public website. The
pre-recorded message may vary in length depending on the information being transmitted. Only certain new postings, such as
legislative or regulatory changes, will generate an outbound call; therefore, please check the public website regularly for other
new postings (see Website Posting section below). Please direct questions about a message to your licensing inspector,
regional licensing office or to an individual identified in the message as a contact person.

Who receives: Any provider potentially affected by the information who has NOT given an email address to his/her
licensing inspector or regionat licensing office. The database used by DOLP can only record one phone number per facility, The
provider is responsible for ensuring that any change to the phone number of record is given to DOLP.

How will providers know that the call is from DOLP: On phones that have Caller ID, *Commonwealth of Virginia”
will show on the display. The pre-recorded message will begin with identification that the call is from the Virginia Department of

Social Services' Division of Licensing Programs.

3. WEBSITE POSTING

Any information distributed to providers by email or mass outbound calling will also be posted to the VDSS public website under
the “Notices for Providers” section of each DOLP-icensed or regulated program. Please check the VDSS public website at regular
intervals to ensure that you have the most updated information for your program. In addition, all applicable regulations, technical
